Five Committees that facilitate our life and ministry together:

Mission & Outreach oversees our shared ministry to those in need, whether they are in our own community or beyond 

CLC’s walls.  Care of our shut-ins, outreach to families of newborns through baby caps, chemo caps and prayer shawls to 

those who are sick, quilts and personal care kits to those who are impacted by the combination of poverty and disaster, 

and sharing the good news of God’s love:  these are just a few of the many ministries facilitated by this committee.  They 

help us to remember that we are called—and then sent—for the sake of the world.  If you recognize the importance of 

sharing God’s love in practical ways, your ideas would be very welcome.  This committee meets every other month.  

Watch the calendar for meeting times—and just show up! 

Congregational Life oversees the building up of disciples through education and fellowship.  Discipleship in the world is 

hard work, and we all need to be equipped in Bible study and nourished by the fellowship and, occasionally, the 

consolation of the faithful.  This committee facilitates such nurturing.  We always need new ideas!  This committee 

meets, generally, every other month.  Watch the calendar for meeting times—and just show up! 

Stewardship is our newest committee, and is charged with facilitating stewardship education (the careful management 

of the blessings which God has bestowed upon us—both collectively and individually) in our community.
